Pressure Management Program

We're undertaking a pressure management program in identified areas, to
Improve network performance, manage supply and maintain our customer
service levels.

We'll be increasing pressure in the Frankston South area.

@ What is pressure management and what is involved in the pressure management program?

Pressure management refers to managing the water pressure that comes out of our taps. Water
pressures within a network vary due to a number of factors, including the number of customers
using water at the same time.

We regularly monitor water supply pressure across our network and have identified some areas
where water pressure can be increased. We're managing water pressure so you can always rely on
us when you need a drink, a bath or to wash the clothes or dishes.

The Pressure Management Program will increase water pressure to a more desirable level in areas
where it's been identified as lower than average.

Will I notice a change in pressure?

Most residential customers won't notice a significant change in their water. Some customers may
notice an increased pressure when they use appliances or turn the tap on.

When will this program start?

Initial information will be sent to affected customers prior to pressure being increased. Pressure
levels will be increased gradually, where possible, from mid-March 2026.

We're continuing to investigate other areas that may need to be included in future Pressure
Management Programs and will continue to update our website as new PMAs are proposed.

Customers with PRVs are expected to notice little, if any change in their water supply pressure as it

is already being reduced prior to entering the property. We will also try to minimise any impact by
increasing pressure gradually where possible.
